Definition of Homelessness

Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD), defines homeless as lacking a fixed, regular, nighttime residence. Furthermore, a person is considered homeless if they:

1. don't have a decent and safe shelter or funds to purchase a place to stay;
2. are camping in a tent on their own property; or
3. are receiving monetary help to stay in housing and would otherwise be homeless.
4. are in jail and didn’t have a permanent address upon incarceration.
5. are chronically homeless  -  defined as living on the streets, or have been in and out of shelters for more than one year. "On the streets" means living in cars, tents, in abandoned buildings and other places not meant for human habitation.
